 In Luke 10:28 Jesus says that if we love God and love our 
neighbors we will inherit eternal life.  How do faith and  

     repentance fit into that picture?  
 Discuss how biblical obedient love is different than the defini-
tion of love that our culture has.  List all the things that make 
up love (e.g. emotion, commitment, etc).  How does this recon-
cile with love as an act of obedience to God?
