Going deeper (for family or small group study)… 
Questions from Ecclesiastes 12: 

 Vs 1 - Why is it important to discover God in a meaningful way 
while you are young and “trouble-free?” What advantage does 
that provide when the “days of trouble” come?  
 Vs 9 - 11 - What good are the words of the wise? What do 
“goads and nails” do?  How is wisdom like each of these?  What 
“wisdom” from Scripture serves these purposes in your life?   
 Vs 13 - Discuss how “fearing and obeying” God can help you 
live life under the sun, even if you can’t make sense of every-
thing you see and experience.
