Today’s Study: Is it true that tithing is not
required today?

Going Deeper: questions for discussion with
family, friends, Life Group, or for personal reflection.

Sunday Review:

Reflecting on this week’s message from the Word, what chal-
lenged you the most? Was there anything that surprised you, or
that you had never heard before? Was there anything that you
still do not understand? (as a group you can discuss these points
and try to answer any remaining questions.)

e Read Matt 19:21. Based on this verse, what do you think Jesus
might say to people who are not willing to at least tithe?

e Read 1 Cor 16:1,2: Can you identify three actions for giving in
the church from these verses?

e Read 2 Cor 8:1-15: Verse 3 says that they gave beyond their
ability? What does that mean? What would giving according
to your ability honestly look like? If you were to develop prac-
tises of giving based on these verses alone what changes
would it cause you to make in your giving? What do you think
the “grace of giving” (v 7) would look like in your life?

e Read Matthew 23:23. From this text, does Jesus eliminate
tithing, applaud tithing, or require tithing? What then should
our response to Jesus regarding tithing be? Would you say
that tithing is a goal or a starting point?

e How much is giving connected to discipleship and obedience in
the Bible?

e Should our giving to God’s work be a private matter? Why or
why not? Can you support your answer from the Bible?
