Going Deeper:  questions for discussion with family, 

friends, Life Group, or for personal reflection.   
 

Sunday Review:   
Reflecting on this week’s message from the Word, what challenged 
you the most?  Was there anything that surprised you, or that you had 
never heard before?  Was there anything that you still do not under-
stand?  (as a group you can discuss these points and try to answer any 
remaining questions.)   
 

Read Matthew 25 and note all the things it says about heaven 
and hell.  

Read Luke 16:19-31.  Reflect on what this parable teaches 
about heaven and hell.  According to verses 30 & 31 what is 
the solution to this problem?   

Will there be degrees of punishment in hell? (see Matt 11:21-
24, Luke 12:46-48) 

According to Hebrews 9:27, will anyone receive a “second 
chance” after death?   

Read Romans 9:2,3.  How can you have that kind of burden for 
the lost?  What might you do to get that?  

If you were to describe an eternity separated from God (read 
2 Thess 1:9 ) and all that He created good, what word picture 
would you use to do so?  What would be the worst part about 
being excluded from the presence of the Lord?   

Who do you know who has, to date, rejected God?  Will you 
pray for them right now?  Commit to praying for them each 
day this week.  How can you help them get to the place where 
they accept a relationship with God through Christ?
