What are the negative implications of a distorted gospel that 
promotes our right to health and wealth? 

What do you think is meant by “healing” in Isaiah 53:5? 

Why is a health and wealth picture of the gospel so popular in 
our day and age?  

What can we expect from God?  What scriptures support 
your answer?       

Today’s Study:  Is it true that I can expect 
God to bless me physically and financially if 

I have enough faith?
